IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that in. ,the event of default by the
appellant in filing the record on ~appeal or the appellant's brief and
joint appendix, at the times directed, or upon default of the
appellant regarding any other provision of this order, the appeal may
be dismissed forthwith without further notice .
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IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that i ( :the appellee fails to file a brief
within the time directed by this order, such appellee shall be subject
to such sanctions as the court ma~deem appropriate
