You can find the decision at
http://psychrights.org/States/Alaska/Case X X/3AN08-1252PR/0811250rde rGrantingForcedDruggingPetition.pdf
The Superior Court stayed the decision until December 15th, to "give API an opportunity to allow the Supreme
Court to review its stay in light of the briefing and oral argument in the pending appeal as supplemented by this
Court's findings." P.33 Unfortunately, this creates problems because the Superior Court's stay expires before oral
argument in S-13116 and needs action by either the Superior Court or the Supreme Court to remain in effect. |1,
think the new forced drugging petition was improper, constituting contempt of court.
